	Blue Crane Route Municipality invites tenders for the refurbishment of an existing building and construction of Vibracrete fencing at the Aeroville Sportsfield in Somerset East.

1. Site Agent – Minimum of 5 years’ experience in relevant role. Curriculum Vitae’s to be provided with contactable references.

2. Construction Supervisor/Foreman - Minimum of 5 years’ experience in relevant role. Curriculum Vitae’s to be provided with contactable references.
